Halloween Lesson 2nensei

New Horizon Course 2, Speaking Plus 3 (pages 56-57)
Goals: 
Teach and practice phrases commonly used at the doctor’s office.


Introduce students to common Halloween characters.

Time: 45-50 minutes
Procedure:
1. JTE and ALT model dialogue from pages 56-57.
Explain/translate dialogue with students.
Students practice repeating dialogue twice.
2. Using large flashcards (attached), ALT introduces the following Halloween characters with the following ailments:


witch: I have green skin.


vampire: I have a stomachache.  I drank too much blood.


ghost: I’m dead.


mummy: I have a pain here.  This cloth is too tight.


black cat: I’m losing my fur.


trick-or-treater: I have a stomachache.  I ate too much candy.
Ask the students to guess each character’s ailment before writing it on the board.  JTE can translate as necessary.
Practice each character and their ailment twice.

3. Give each student a secret card, featuring one character and their ailment, and a worksheet (attached).

ALT and JTE assist the students in filling in lines 2 (their ailment) and 4 (an amount of time of the students’ choice).
ALT and JTE model the dialogue.

4. Students must interview each other to find one person with each character card.

5. Choose students to model the dialogue for the class.

Notes

I used this lesson during the week of Halloween, and therefore featured Halloween characters.  However, the activity could just as easily feature anime characters, teachers from the school, famous people from Japan or your home country, animals, etc.

Most of the Halloween characters are familiar to the students, but the black cat usually requires some explanation and Mummy draws laughs until you point out that it is mUmmy and not mOmmy.

I used a photograph of myself at age 3, dressed up as a witch, for the “Trick-or-Treater.”
Encourage the students to actually use the dialogue rather than simply ask each other “What are you?” (or, in one of my rowdier classes, run through the room yelling “Majo? Majo!” [Witch!]).
