Preparation: First, cut out one blank white square card for each student in your class (computer paper is ok).  On one side of five of those cards, write:


Name: (use one of the five provided below)


I like/play (use one of the five provided below)

Any name is ok, but I suggest: Ann, Judy, Mike, Shin, Ken.

Any like/sport is ok, but I suggest: soccer, piano, pizza, tennis, anime
So five cards should look like this:         And the rest should be blank:

 










Name: Mike


I like tennis

Game Play: Pass the cards out to the kids face down.  The kids who receive cards with something written on the back become the spies.  Tell the kids not to show each other their cards.  

Then, write the names of the spies on the board (Mike, Shin, Judy, Ann, Ken) and practice their pronunciation.  Now the students know the names of the spies.

Then, everyone stands up and wanders around the room, practicing the dialogue (see attached worksheet) with their friends.  The spies introduce themselves with their spy names (as written on their cards), and say their spy likes/sports (as written on the back of their cards).  The other kids use their usual names, and say whatever they want for their likes/sports.  

The point of the game is for the students to find all 5 spies and write out full sentences about them on the worksheet provided (e.g. Ken likes soccer etc).

Extra: For an extra challenge, tell the kids that the spies win the game if no student finds all five of them, and the non-spies win if one student does.
