Lesson: 
New Horizon Unit 2 Dialog
Goal: 
Teach grammar point “Show me ~”

Let students practice dialog in relaxed setting


Familiarize the students with the forms they need to fill out when traveling overseas.

Lesson Plan

1 Take photos of your last trip into the class. Tell the JTE about your trip and say that you have photos. Describe the photos one by one (without showing). JTE then says “show me, please.” Show the photo to the JTE and class.

2 Tell the class that you will be traveling to Thailand. Handout worksheets.

3 Ask students to complete the passport. (If you don’t want them to make a South African passport then you can scan yours and white out the names… in Paint. (Scanning in black and white it works better.)

4 After they have finished with the passport they can complete the immigration card. (By themselves. It builds confidence and is easy to do if they think about it). Tell them that they can use the boarding pass for entry and exit dates and the flight number.
5 Have the students remember and practice the dialog from New Horizon in pairs.

6 When they have learnt Emi’s part of the dialog they can try the dialog with the teacher (Act as if you are an immigration official). If they get it 100% correct they get a visa stamp from the teacher. I used a date stamp from the school, and stamped on the visa page and the Official Use Only box. 
Notes: 
The students loved the activity.

For more advanced students you might want ask additional questions when you are acting as the immigration official. E.g. who are you traveling with? Where will you stay? Where have you come from? ( Or anything to challenge them a bit more)
