3. There are 50 kinds of dolphins. (34 kinds)
3) Bats

1. There are 1,000 kinds of bats.

2. 70% of bats eat fruit. (insects)
3. The oldest bat was 30 years old!

4) Lions

1. The lion’s nickname is “King of the Jungle.”
2. Lions live 30 years in the wild. (15 years)
3. The average lion tail is 90-107 cm long.

5) Zebras

1. Zebras eat meat. (grass)
2. Zebras live 25-45 years.

3. Zebra tails are 46 cm long.

6) Snakes

1. There are 375 kinds of poisonous snakes.

2. The smallest snake is 5 cm long.

3. The longest snake is 160 cm long. (1160 cm: anaconda)
7) Giraffes

1. Giraffe horns are 13 cm long.

2. Male giraffes are 580 cm tall.

3. Male giraffes weigh 50-100 kilos. (110-136 kilos)
8) Chimpanzees

1. Chimpanzees live over 75 years in the wild. (over 50 years)
2. Male chimpanzees are 122 cm tall.

3. Male chimpanzees weigh 40-55 kilos.
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
