I made this over a year ago, and have used it twice with my special needs students.  I was hesitant to send it in since it kind of breaks copyright maybe?  But I hope others can find it useful.  

 

I basically just used the text from the 'Brown Bear' book and clip art I found (some of the clip art has writing over it, when I printed the pages I used whiteout to erase the text before copying the pages) so the students can make their own copies of the book to bring home.  I started by teaching colors (the colors used in the book) for about 2 or 3 weeks, then taught animals (the animals used in the book) for 2 or 3 weeks, then spent a week reviewing both and using activities that incorporated colors and animals.  Each class while I was teaching the colors and animals I would read the students the book at the end of class.  Then I gave the students the pages.  They first traced the letters with pencil and colored the animals the correct color, then students who were faster traced the letters again in black pen.  Last year I gave the students 2 or 3 pages to do each for part of each class and then taught other material for the remainder of class.  At the end I made a cover for the books (I made it only because we ran out of time before graduation), stapled them together and taped the binding and each student had a book to take home.  For the last pages where it says 'Teacher, Teacher what do you see?' I took pictures of the 3 special needs teachers and myself, printed copies out for each student and the students taped them to those pages.  For the pages that say 'Children, Children, what do you see?' I took a group picture of all of the students in the class, printed it out for each student and the students taped them to those pages.  

 

The students really seemed to enjoy the activity a lot, but it did take a lot of time to complete and we had to rush at the very end to get it all done.
