Christmas vocabulary: matching pairs
Print out two sets of each picture. Photocopy the ‘Merry Christmas’ template onto fifteen sheets of coloured card or paper (it must not be even slightly transparent), and stick the pictures on the reverse of these templates. 

After practicing the vocabulary with the students until they are familiar with it, lay out the cards (all sixty for a larger class or to take up more time) picture down and ask them to makes pairs by turning over two cards at a time. If the cards are different, then the next person has a go. If the cards match, they get another go, but if they make three pairs in the same go they must stop so they don’t dominate the game (tell them they’ve made the hat-trick and give them a round of applause before moving on).
Whether the cards are the same or not, get the student to say the vocabulary out loud when they see the picture.
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
