Connecting Word Time Bomb

There is a long word on the board, ex. HAMBURGER. One student from a determined row must come up to the board to write a word vertically using one of the letters from HAMBURGER as its first letter,
Ex. HAMBURGER

The student then gives the marker/chalk to a student in a different row. While this is going on, there is a timer that, when it goes off, forces whoever is holding the chalk and their row to stand up and answer questions based on recently learned vocabulary/target sentences.

Note: If the student is seated second in their row they must then pass the chalk to someone who is seated second in their row.

Variations:

The word is written as many times as necessary on the board to allow two rows to race against each other to not be the one holding the chalk when the timer goes off. This version gets more students involved.
