Dot-to-dot
An activity by Kristin Dietz
Write sentences you would like to review in the dot-to-dot print.
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Students make pairs. Give one dot-to-dot print to each pair of students.

Students take turns drawing vertical and horizontal lines in between two dots.
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The goal of players is to make boxes by drawing the fourth line.
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However, in order for a player to draw the fourth line, they must correctly say the word or sentence that is written in the box. If player A can say the word or sentence correctly, then they can draw the fourth line and initial the box to claim it. Player A does not get another turn after they close a box (this prevents the game from ending in 2 minutes). If player A can’t say the word or sentence correctly, then s/he can’t draw the fourth line and must forfeit her/his turn.
The winner is the person with the most boxes.

Variations: to make the game more difficult, write only words in the grid. If students want to claim a box, they must create a sentence using the word rather than just saying it.
