Time: +20 minutes (easily adaptable)

Material: DVD player and projector or television

Friends- Season 4 Episode 23

(third episode of the last disk of the season. 
I believe this is available at any Tsutaya.)
Worksheet

This activity takes a bit of prep work, getting the DVD and setting up, but the students love getting to watch TV in class.

In the previous class my JTE and I had picked photos of several tourist attractions in London and talked about them with the students (skipping ahead and practicing the grammar point “Tower Bridge is a bridge which crosses the Thames river). So the students were familiar with these. I chose this episode because it takes place in London.
1) Explain a little bit about Friends (was a very popular show in America, in this episode Ross is getting married to a British woman so they all go to London for the wedding).

2) Watch a few scenes of the episode. I chose the 5 minutes from right after the opening credits through Joey going “into the map”. Then I skipped to the closing credits to show the students the open-air double-decker bus. If you chose different scenes, you will need to adjust the worksheet. (In my classes we played the English track but put on the Japanese subtitles)

3) After the clip, the JTE can ask, “Who is Ross?” and the ALT says, “Ross is the man who was getting married,” or something to that effect. Then the JTE explains the grammar point in Japanese.

4) The students practice on this grammar point using the attached worksheet. The students won’t know some of the vocabulary so explain difficult words (pregnant, worried, embarrassed) or change the sentences. There are two different sets of sentences and two levels of difficulty for each. Choose either unscrambling the words, or creating sentences depending on your students’ ability. Or take both and offer the students a choice. Note: If you do the “creating the sentence” version, you may want your students to change the verbs to past tense.
5) The length of this activity is easily adjustable depending on how much of the episode you show and how many of the worksheets you give the students.

Disclaimer: If you want to show more of the episode than the scenes I described, watch the episode first to make sure neither you nor your JTE find any of the scenes questionable.
