GoldenEye quiz

Age range: whole of Junior High School

Practices: Verbs, listening comprehension

Duration: Approximately 20 minutes

Requirements: Copy of GoldenEye (readily available for illegal download or rental in Tsutaya and Geo) and AV equipment (preferably a projector and decent speakers)

This activity is perfect for elective classes or final lessons, as it’s fun and the students enjoy watching an action film. Many of the students have never heard of James Bond, so it’s particularly good for introducing some English/Western pop culture.

Introduction: take a straw poll to see which students have heard of James Bond, and who has actually seen one of the films. After that briefly talk about Bond (he’s a secret agent action star etc.) and his place in English/Western culture (twenty one films made with five different actors spanning over forty years). It’s also worth mentioning Sean Connery in ‘You Only Live Twice’, which was partially set in Japan (using Himeji-jo as a substitute for Osaka-jo) and featured the relatively famous Japanese actors Hama Mie and Tamba Testuro. Many of the students will have played the GoldenEye game on the Nintendo 64 (Nintendo Roku-jyu Yon). Tell them that Russell Wood is the best in the world at this game and will destroy them, particularly on Licence to Kill pistols in Stack or grenade launchers in Temple.
Activity Part One: check the meaning of the verbs on the worksheet (for ichi nensei, perform actions and have them guess, for ni nensei let them use their text books and/or dictionaries, for san nensei ask them to call out the answers). Make sure the lower level students have written down all of the meanings in Japanese under the English, then play the film from the start. Have the students circle the verbs when they see the appropriate action on screen. There is one red herring in the verbs (smoke) which doesn’t take place in the film, the rest of them do, even if they’re a bit obscure (for example, Bond can briefly see people eating and drinking in a cafeteria at one point).

Activity Part Two: pause the film at approximately 8 mins 55 secs (just after Ourumov shouts “Wait!”, when Bond is on the motorbike chasing the plane). Give the students the three options as to what happens next (explain them in English first using actions, but get the JTE to translate afterwards). Take a vote to see what people think, then play the film to find out.
Stop the film when the opening titles begin.
