Example Curriculum


These are the lesson plans I wrote for Kamisugiyamadori Elementary School from September 2005 to July 2006.  Because of the school size, I was only able to see each grade once a month.

Generally, the homeroom teachers were pretty good about reviewing the vocabulary when I wasn’t there, but I couldn’t always count on that.  With that in mind I focused on listening based activities rather than speaking or conversation activities.

If you notice the same activity on two consecutive lesson plans, it is probably because we ran out of time during the first lesson and then planned on doing it the second lesson.  Also, these lesson plans were written for me.  I didn’t plan on publishing them so I’m sorry if sometimes they don’t make sense.  By the way, “Ts” stands for teachers, “Ss” stands for students, and “HRT” stands for homeroom teacher.

Most of these activities are listed in the Elementary School Activities guidebook which you received at orientation (for 3rd year ALTs and under).  This guidebook could also be referenced from the EDUCOM website.
