Halloween Lesson 1 nensei

1.  Warm-up (5-10min)


Give students Halloween Intro worksheet.  Have students unscramble the words to make 8 sentences about Halloween.  After a few minutes, you can write the choices on the blackboard if you think they need it.

2,  Halloween Story: The Frankenstein monster (10 min)

Give students the Frankie worksheet.  Read the English story of Frankenstein.  Have the students choose the correct Japanese translation for each sentence.

3. Build Frankenstein game


Before class, print out 6 different types of each main body part (head, torso, R arm, L arm, R leg, L leg) and paste magnets to the backs.  I use 4 different Frankenstein heads, plus a head of a chicken and one of an alien then the rest of the body parts are of various animals, monsters, and people.

*Each row of students is a team.  
*Write the numbers 1-6 on the board (for each team).  You will build each team’s Frankenstein under their number.
*Have the first student in each row stand up.  Ask a question (any question is okay, so you can use specific grammar points, text review, or general review).  Criss-cross style, the students raise their hands to answer.  The first student to answer correctly gets to come up to the front to (blindly) choose the first body part.  (I start with the head, then do the torso)
*Everyone sits down and the second student in each row stands.

*Repeat process.  The winning team is the first to build a complete Frankenstein monster.

Note: The students enjoy this game because it’s funny to see the crazy monsters being put together.  Thus, it’s success relies a lot on finding funny body parts.  Try using parts of monkeys, chickens, gorillas, aliens, robots, and frog parts, for example.  You could also incorporate recognizable parts from favorite characters.  Also play with the size (i.e. a tiny leg looks quite funny on a big body).
