Problem solving game
- The hotel game starts off with an easy pair work to find the information of all the guests.

   - Next, strips with hint sentences are placed around the room while the kids do the pair work.

   - Once finished with the pair work, the students make small groups.

   - Two or three people will write, while the others will search for clues.

   - The searchers will memorize the sentence and bring it back to the writer.
   - They then switch places.

   - When they have found all the clues, they each write all of them down.

   - Next, they place the people in the hotel.

   - Finally, they discover the mystery guest. The four people surrounding the mystery guest give clues to the identity. Feel free to let them struggle a little then give an easy example after a few minutes
This is flexible in that you can change the final thinking component so that it fits the grammar you want to teach.

Scalable difficulty on the sentences; they may be long but you can stress the grammar or punctuation you want to teach by only leaving that blank.

As they progress through the class time, the activity builds on information that the students have gathered so that their work is not wasted.
