 

Activity titile: Kakobunshi Tongue Twisters. This activity groups together the plain / past / past progessive (A/B/C) to aid memorisation. 

Skills: Listening (judging others pronunciation)  / Speaking

 

Time: varies, roughly 25 minutes.

 

Description: Pass out the half an A4 work sheet. The activity is designed to be done over two lessons, in the hope that the students can remember smaller chunks. Ask the students what they think "tongue twister" means. 

Demonstrate with JTE how to do the activity; each the teachers should have one of the "tongue twisters"(laminating before use ensures longevity). 

First, mimic writing the twister next to the relevant number, next janken to see who goes first. 

The winner then reads out their "twister". Do it quite badly to demonstrate how not to do it. The other teacher says "again". Only when one player had read out the twister well, can the next person go. 

The twisters are then exchanged, the new one written down, and so on.

When the students understand that what they should do, practice pronunciation. Start slowly and speed up, make it fun. The students enjoy trying to copy the ALTs speed.

 

note: When we did this activity, the students who had finished came to the teachers to show us the completed worksheet. The ALT retrieved the twister after asking the student to say it, and the JTE gave out stickers for English point cards after listening to another twister. You end up with a queue, but its a good way to ensure that they students repeat at least two twisters!
