Class:  Sunshine 5-3 “It makes me happy.”
Time: 45-50min

Materials: Warm-up Worksheet (If It Makes You Happy by Sheryl Crow worksheet), CD copy of If It Makes You Happy (Sheryl Crow), Worksheet 1 (2 sides-crossword; interview activity), [optional: Photo cards (2-3) and post-its or other coverings].

Plan: (introduce the grammar point from textbook p44 before the lesson or before Worksheet 1)

Warm-up  (5-8min)
· Play Sheryl Crow’s If It Makes You Happy (4:25) as students follow along and circle the correct words on the lyric worksheet as they listen to the song.

· Let students know ahead of time you will only play the song one time.

· [optiona:] Before playing the song, introduce Sheryl Crow by putting her picture up on the board and relaying a few facts about her/the song.  You may want to jot key words on the board.  
Facts (I wouldn’t suggest using them all) 

· Sheryl Crow is a popular (blues-rock) singer in America.

· She is from Missouri

· She is 44years old.

· She has 7 albums (her last from 2005)

· She has won 9 Grammy Awards

· The song is from her Self Titled Album (her 2nd album), it was made in 1996, it sold over 4,000,000 copies, it was very popular on the radio in America
Worksheet 1

Front side: Crossword (5-6 min)
· Students use the clues to fill out the crossword.  Word bank words are from 3nen Sunshine Text.  [Note:] about half of my students finished this in 1-2minutes, about 1/4 took 5min, and the remaining 4th didn’t finish.  I suggest giving them about 5-6min and playing music in the background to keep the others entertained.
Back side: Interview Activity (15-25 min)
· Students write what makes them happy, sad, afraid, and excited.  

· [Note 1:] the 10min variant depends on how quickly or slowly your students complete this part.  Many of my students were creative, but they also took much longer than I expected to answer 4 questions… 

· [Note 2:] Before they write their answers, you should instruct them on the grammar usage of “A make(s) me B” with the use of verbs, singular nouns, and plural nouns for A]

· Students make pairs and interview each other.

· Students write reports about themselves and their friends.
[Optional:] If you have extra time (5-10min)

· Print A3 or A4 size pictures of celebrities, teachers at your school, or characters from the textbook (I chose Zidane, Rumi from A Red Ribbon, and the 3nen head teacher).  Head shots are best.  Cover the pictures with small, numbered squares (post-it notes are easiest).

· Ask “What makes you ~” (using the options from the interview activity and crossword) to students in rows or to the entire class.  The first student to raise their hand and answer correctly can choose a number square to be removed.  After each square is removed, that student can guess who the picture is of.
