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Overview

1. Warm-up Activity: 
· Easy Conversation Practice
Students find a partner and play janken. The winner is A and the loser is B. Students are given cards with 6 questions on both the A & B side. The A student asks questions first and the B student answers. Then the B student asks and the A student answers. Then all the cards are collected and the ALT and JTE take turns asking at least 6 students a question.

· Find your partner/ Picture Cards
2. Introduction of New Material:

· Read and repeat 

a. Substitution with memorization.

b. Reading relay 
· Make simple dialogue to introduce new grammar points.

3. Drills: 
· Make correct sentences using word cards. 
· Use interview worksheets either to review or introduce new grammar points.

· Make up a sentence translation worksheet using sentences from the grammar workbook.
4. Review: 
· Use spell betting to review vocabulary. 

· Use word cards to test students understanding of new vocabulary. 

· Use interview worksheets either to review or introduce new grammar points.
· Use Criss Cross to review grammar at the beginning of class.
Speaking and Listening Warm-up Activities
1. Conversation Practice Cards

Students find a partner and play janken. Winner – A, loser – B. Students are given a card with six questions, on both A and B side. Either fold and stick the paper together or copy on both sides and cut it out. The A student asks questions first and the B student answers. Then the B student asks and the A student answers. After collect all the cards and the ALT and JTE take turns asking at least 6 students a question.

2. Find a Partner/ Picture Cards
Practice target grammar point for example, “Did you ~ yesterday?” Students are given picture cards. JTE and ALT explain to students that they have three minutes. They will meet and ask as many students as possible did you ~ yesterday? After you both ask each other the question, you will give them your card and take theirs. Then you meet someone else and ask them. Continue until time is up. Ask students: 
1) How many times did you get your first card?

2) How many times did you meet someone with the same card?

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Speaking and Listening Introduction of New Ideas
3. Read and Repeat: Memorize with substitution

1. Read and Repeat using the text or word cards

2. Using dialogue (between the JTE/ALT for new grammar point)

3. Create worksheets with new grammar ideas and leave space for free writing.

Read and Repeat

This tried and true method is one way that students learn new passages from the text and new words. Students can repeat after the ALT and JTE to ensure that their pronunciation is correct (as close to a natural speaker as possible.)

Variation:

1. Students practice together {一年生 or 二年生}. Those who are comfortable with the text, read and get a hanko on their name card. Reward as you like. 
2. Memorize with substitution{一年生 or 二年生}. Students change some words from the text and read either in pairs or separate in front of the ALT or JTE.

3. Reading Relay{一年生 or 二年生}. All students in each row are given a sentence/part of the passage to read. The fastest row to complete the entire passage is the winner. 

Other Ideas: Use Dialogue/ Skit 
Make simple dialogue/skit between the ALT and JTE to introduce new grammar points to students. Use props and gestures whenever necessary.

5. Making Correct Sentences with word cards
