Rules for Christmas Scramble
Purpose- Review past grammar points and emphasize the newest grammar point “Where’s.” It also challenges them with new English vocabulary that may be useful in a school setting. The hunt is interactive and everyone must participate. It also gets them out of the classroom. FUN!
Prepare- Make clue cards, mine were red pieces of paper folded in half with the words cut out of white paper and scrambled. Have the clues hidden in five places that are common English words. I hid them by the stairs, eraser (chalkboard), towels (for cleaning), window, and mirror (by the sinks). I used the classroom, an open area directly outside, the sink in the hall and the stairway. Once you begin class have the words “Merry Christmas” written on the board as well as the sentence “Where’s clue number ~” and the definition of “by”. Separate the class into lunch groups. This is a competition and it is good to give out a prize to the winning team. 

Activity (35 minutes)

Begin by saying the background information. You and the JTE are elves and it is their job to find the message from Santa. The message is broken up into five scrambled sentences. Each team must have one member at a time go to the ALT elf and ask “Where is clue number…” The ALT will say the location of the clue in English. Make sure that before you start you tell them the three rules. 1) No running 2) Do not take the clue with you, each must stay where they are 3) You must ask the elves where the next clue is. 
Once the game begins the first team member will go off, find their first clue (clues do not have to be found in order), write it down on their worksheet, return to their table and unscramble the clue with their teammates. After they have figured out a message the next team member will go to the JTE elf and say the message in order to move on, ask for the next clue and begin their search. There should be only one team member away from the desk at each time and no member can go in search for a clue twice. Whatever team goes to the JTE with their last sentence wins the game. 

At this point if there is extra time mention that to receive extra credit they can find the mystery phrase that is highlighted on each of the clues. At least two or three letters were circled on the clues and usually the whole team scrambles out of the classroom to write them all down. They probably noticed them before but ignored them. 
Clues: 1) Clause. Is name Santa My   2) in the North I live Pole.  

3) snowy. The is weather   4) many have friends. I    

5) presents I like kids. making for    EX: Merry Christmas
