Special Needs
This should be enough material to cover at least two lessons, depending on ability.

First practice the vocabulary with the students. Joke around as much as possible whilst being sure to encourage lots of repetition. Ask the students if they like the particular fruit/vegetable, or if it is delicious.

Buy a load of plastic fruit/vegetables from a joke or toy shop (Village Vanguard in Loft often has such things). Cut one side out of a cardboard box, as well as a circular hole in the top of the box. Then cover it in coloured paper and stick on stars/smiley faces/whatever. Leave the hole in the top of the box covered by paper, but cuts slits so that the students can place their hands through the hole (but they must not be able to see inside the box). Place the plastic fruit/vegetables in the 'Magic Box' and have them guess what it is by feel alone. Ask "What is it?" while they are touching the fruit/veg. Once they have guessed correctly, ask them to show the rest of the class and say "It's ...."

My special needs students love being tricked, so I usually show the picture of the Western (orange) peach and the strangely shaped Western pear. They found it very interesting to know fruit is different in England.

After this give them the fruit/vegetables worksheet and have them colour in the pictures. Walk around and get them to repeat the English as they are colouring in.
