Sunshine 1 Program 11 – 1 (p. 84 – 85)
Objective: To teach phrases commonly used when speaking on the telephone.

Example sentence: No specific grammar point or target sentence.

Time: About 45 minutes.

Materials: Enough worksheets for each student. Two toy mobile phones (available in the 100 yen shop, or make from cardboard).

Summary: Students will listen to and practice the model dialogue. Students change parts of the skit, and perform in front of the class.

Procedure: At the beginning of the lesson, try to introduce the topic of telephone conversations in an interesting and light-hearted way. I use the following method. Place the mobile phone in your back pocket (concealed from view), and enter the class alone. Stand at the front and ask the students, “Where is ______ sensei?” At this point the students will usually look baffled. Next, take out your mobile phone, and have a short improvised conversation with your JTE. Finally, your JTE should walk into the classroom and apologize for being late. Not exactly comic genius, but it does get the students relaxed and thinking about telephone conversations!

Stand at the front of the class with your JTE and perform the skit twice, alternating roles. Hand out the worksheets and make the students repeat the text after you twice. Divide the students into pairs and ask them to practice the skit, again alternating between roles. Select two pairs to perform the skit at the front of the class. It’s important that they use the mobile phones! Now instruct the students to change the underlined sections of the skit, either by thinking of original vocabulary themselves, or by selecting appropriate words from the “Hints” section at the bottom of the worksheet. Finally, ask as many students as possible (time permitting) to perform their skits at the front of the class.
Notes: It’s important to demonstrate the skit very enthusiastically, as this will set the tone for the class. Allow the students to insert any vocabulary that they want to, but recognize that some students will only feel comfortable sticking closely to the examples given during the lesson.
