I used this activity for Sunshine 2, Program 11-1.  

The students must try to make a “Super Group” (I just used that for lack of a better name and I wanted to use Super Mario characters).  They are looking for someone who has played soccer for 3 years or more, someone who has played piano for 7 years or less, etc.
Procedure:

Student1 asks another Student2, “How long have you ~ (choose from 1 – 6 listed on the worksheet)?”

Example: “How long have you played soccer?”
If Student2 fits the description, in this case has played soccer for three or more, then Stude2 joins Student1’s group and together they move around the classroom to complete their Super Group.  (
Then the students write a sentence about their group members.
