Text:

Sunshine English Course 2, Program 2:1, p.14-15.
Time:

Materials: 
Worksheet

Procedure:

1. Review the 'I was -ing' grammar point. Ask the students to write one 'I was -ing' sentence on the bottom of the provided worksheet. When they are finished ask them to tear it off. Collect them and put them in a box or bag of some sort.

2. With your JTE perform the dialogue from the sheet. When you get to a blank in the dialogue, pull out one of the pieces of paper from the box. Use that line as part of the dialogue. Be as genki and over dramatic as possible.

3. Students fill in the boxes in the worksheet with a 'was -ing' expression. 

4. With a partner, students practice the dialogue, using the lines they have written. Encourage them to be as loud and dramatic as possible. Switch partners and have them practice with someone else.

5. Finish by getting some students to read (or if the class is suitably genki, perform) for the class. 

Or:

1. Ask the students to think of different emotions. Chose one for the JTE and one for yourself. Perform the dialogue with your own lines acting the emotion that you've been given. 

2. The students fill in the boxes in the worksheet with a 'was-ing' expression. 

3. Students pick an emotional state from a selection. They must go around the classroom and practice the dialogue with different partners, choosing a different emotional state each time. 

4. Finish by getting some students to perform the dialogue for the class and try to guess their emotional state. 
Notes:

If you’re worried about ending up with 20 sentences reading ‘I was playing soccer’ you can always seed the envelope with some more creative sentences of your own. 

You could also distribute sentences to students working in lunch groups, and get them to choose where the most appropriate place for each sentence might be, rather than writing new dialogue in the squares. 

You can use the activities / club pictures at the back of the textbook to help students think of sentences (p. 118) or bring along a photocopy of the back of the first-year textbook.
