Objective:
What are you going to do this afternoon?



I’m going to study with my friend. 

Text:
Sunshine English Course 2, Programme 2:2 p.16-17.

Time:
Karuta; 15 mins. Dream Vacation; 15-20.

Materials: 
For a class of 40 students, 10 sets of the Karuta cards. One Vacation worksheet for every student.

Procedure: 

‘Going to’ Karuta.

1. Put the students into groups of four and have them put their desks together. Groups of 3 will work better than groups of five if you have an odd number of students.

2. Give the students the cards. Ask them to match the 'when' card with the 'action' card. 

3. When the students finish read out the correct answers. They are as follows:
   
Tonight – sleep.
In Summer Vacation – go to Disneyland.


On my birthday – eat cake
After school – do homework


On Friday – go to school
On January 1st – eat osechiyouri


On Saturday – watch a movie
Tomorrow morning – eat breakfast


In December – listen to Christmas songs
In April – see sakura


Now – speak English

At 12:30 – eat lunch
4. Now, have each student take 3 pairs of cards and make a sentence using the expression 'going to'. For example: Tomorrow morning I am going to eat breakfast. Perhaps you could make it a race. The students take turns to form a sentence, and when all the cards have been used, that group is finished.

5. Put all of the 'action' cards aside. ALT and JTE take turns to make sentences uses the actions, but omitting the 'when' part of the sentence. Students must select the correct 'when' card—ie. Karuta.. For example, for the sentence 'Yuki is going to go to Disneyland' the correct card is 'In Summer Vacation'.
 Notes:

Some of the time / action pairs are ambiguous, but this should be no problem so long as your students know that there is no right/wrong answer—but if you are going to eat cake tomorrow morning, what will you do on your birthday? There is only one way to get them all in pairs that make sense.

1. Talk about your dream holiday with your JTE, using the 'going to' expression. Perhaps bring in some HIS brochures to get the students thinking about holidays. 

2.  Go over the worksheet with the students. Have them write their answers to the questions and describe their dream vacation.

3. Students interview their classmates about their dream vacation and write their responses on the interview sheet.

4. Finish the class by getting a few students to report back to you on their or their classmates holidays.
