I want to go orienteering!
Objective:  
to practice the S+ want(s) + to-infinitive (noun use) form

Sentence:
I want to go to the park.

Text:

Sunshine 2 pp46

Materials:
none

Summary: 
Students work in groups playing an “I want to….” memory game.

Procedure:


Students should be split into lunch groups. One student starts by saying “I want to…” (to go/do/see/eat/play something). They may need a few minutes before the game begins to prepare. Then the next student must repeat the previous person’s sentence and then their own, and so on.

Example:

Student A:
“I want to go orienteering”
Student B:
“She wants to go orienteering”


“I want to play soccer”
Student C:
“She wants to go orienteering.”


“He wants to play soccer.”


“I want to hear a ghost story”
Note: it may be more interesting/relevant if you give the students situations such as “This weekend I want to…..”
