1. Opening dialogue with JTE to demo grammar point.

Use this pattern:

Do you like playing soccer?



Yes, I do. / No, I don’t. I like playing baseball.

In this way you can save your students from the horrors of substituting “enjoy” for “do.” After this is clear, mention that you can simply substitute “enjoy” for “like” in the above to get the same meaning.

2. Repetition practice.

3. Students write their own free question. (#10)

4. Students play the interview game. Student A asks student B. “Do you like playing baseball?” If student B answers “yes,” they sign student A’s paper. If not, they state something they do like, either on the worksheet or not, student B “But I like playing soccer.”/ “But I like watching baseball.”
5. Students write a few sentences about the people they interviewed.
