Comparative Drawing
Objective: Using comparatives and superlative sentences

Text: Sunshine 2 Program 9. pages 66-68

Time: 15 minutes

Materials: A, B, C sheet

1. students have the A, B, C sheet and a pencil

2. they listen to the teacher dictate comparative sentences and draw, eg. ‘A, there is a man, B there is a bigger man, C there is the biggest man’
3. gradually, they are drawing scenes above each letter

4. after you have finished dictating sentences, the students compare pictures with the people around them.

5. A follow-up activity could be to write 3 comparative sentences and 3 superlative sentences about their picture.
*Some good picture ideas:
A man on a desert island surrounded by a palm tree, his dog, a shark etc.

A house with various things in the yard
A park with a pond and trees and people and animals enjoying themselves
An underwater scene with fish, divers, a submarine, treasure.
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
