Three types of ‘have + past participle’ sentences

Objective: To understand the difference between the three different types of “have +past participle sentences or questions

Text: Sunshine 3 p1 – 3
Time: 15 minutes

Materials: A written list of target sentences to read to the students

Procedure: 

1- Write three different types of sentences on the board.

- Experience: Often used with ever or never, eg: I have never visited Sendai

-Present perfect1: (something started in the past and still ongoing: used with a length of time.) eg: “I have lived here for 10 years”
-Present perfect2: Just, already, not yet, etc. eg: I`ve just moved to Sendai”
2 – The teachers read out many sentences and the students choose which type of sentences it belongs to. 

3 – You can compound this activity by getting the write a list of their own.

Thirty suggested sentences.

1. I’ve just finished my dinner.
2. I’ve lived in America for two years.

3. I’ve liked K1 for about one year.

4. I’ve visited Matsushima once.
