Textbook: Sunshine English Course 3 

Objective: To practice using the grammar point “….been to” 

Materials: Print-out

Time needed: 45-50 mins
Procedure: Refresh the students’ memory by giving a brief introduction of the places you have been to in Japan. The conversation can start with the JTE.

JTE:   Ashley, how long have you been living in Japan? (Sunshine 2 grammar)

Ashley: I have lived in Japan for 10 months. I’ve been to Kyoto and Osaka twice. I’ve also been to Nagoya once. 

Students then work in pairs. First they answer question 1, in which they write 3 sentences about themselves. I.e. I’ve been to Osaka twice. Next, each student writes the names of 9 places in Japan in the Bingo box on page 2. Depending on your students’ standard, you may either allow them to write the names in Japanese or English. (Hokkaido/ 北海道) After the students fill up the Bingo box with places of their choice, 
they take turns to ask the question of “Have you been to (place from own bingo box)?”
If their partner responds with a positive answer such as “Yes. I’ve been to _________ once/ twice/ thrice”, then the questioner can strike that box out. This goes on until one of them gets Bingo. After the conversation practice, the students proceed to write 3 sentences about their friends’ answers. E.g. “Ashley has been to Kyoto twice”.

If you have some time left, you can pick numbers from the class list and have the chosen students present their findings. 
Author’s notes: This activity isn’t much if you are looking to let the students have a lot of fun in the classroom. However, I feel it is good enough as a simple speaking and writing practice. My school places emphasis on repeated practice so this kind of activity works rather well for me.
