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Target grammar: told us to…
Time: 15 minutes
1. Prepare a script that has the JTE and ALT making requests of the students.
2. The JTE and ALT perform the script and the students describe what they see/hear
For example (with a male ALT and female JTE):

ALT to students: Study English hard!

Students should write: He told us to study English hard.
JTE to students: Go to a foreign country!

Students should write: She told us to go to a foreign country.
ALT to students: Learn about the students there!

Students should write: He told us to learn about the students there.
For more advanced students:

ALT to students: Could you please learn about the people there?

Students should write: He asked us to learn about the people there.
This example illustrates the difference between “tell” and “ask”.

For even more advanced students:

JTE to students: Tell them to visit Japan!

Students should write: She told us to tell them to visit Japan.

JTE to ALT: Could you ask the students to try many different foods?

Students should write: She asked him to ask us to try many different foods.
