Scenarios 
This interview game is to see how good the student’s ability at English is in certain situations or scenarios.

Directions:

Give the scenarios in Japanese to the students one at a time, starting from the easiest (ranking is up to you). Give the students as much time as they need to think of how to say it in the target language. Let them use dictionaries and allow them to write out their requests. Send the students one by one to the ALT.  If they are successful they can go and get the next scenario to try.  If they fail, tell them what is wrong, and send them back to try again. Ideally students should try to get through all 5 scenarios. Tell them that gestures and Japanese are not allowed. Can be a lunch group activity.

Scenarios:  At the Hotel

Your hotel room door has an auto-lock, and you were given a key. But you have locked your key in the room. Ask the hotel staff to open the door for you.

あなたのホテルの部屋は自動ロックで、かぎも渡されらたが、うっかりかぎを部屋に忘れてしまいました。ホテルの方に部屋を開けてもらうように英語で頼んでください。

You were washing your face in your room. You tried to turn off the faucet, but the water keeps running. Because the water might flood the room, go and ask the hotel staff to turn the water off for you.

部屋の洗面所で顔を洗っていて蛇口を閉めようとしたら、水がちゃんと止まりません。洪水ような状態になりそうのでホテルの方に連絡してください。

You`d like to turn on the heat in your room, but only cold air is coming out of the vent. Please ask the hotel staff to turn on the heat for you.

暖房をつけようとしたら冷たい空気しか出てきません。ホテルの方に暖房を直してとお願いしてください。

You sent some shirts to the laundry service, but the shirts have not been returned to you. Because you planned to wear one of the shirts to a party tomorrow, ask the staff to return the shirts to you ASAP.

Yシャツをホテルのクリーニングに出しましたが戻ってきません。明日パーティに着ようと思っているのでできるだけはやくYシャツを戻して欲しいとホテルの方に聞いてください。

You are staying at the hotel with your friend, but your friend has suddenly developed a stomachache. You`d like to take your friend to the hospital, so ask the staff if there is a hospital nearby.

友達とホテルに泊まっていますが、友達が急に腹痛を訴えました。病院まで連れて行きたいので、近くに病院があるかどうかホテルの方に聞いてください。
