At the Horse Races! (Let’s Gamble)
Time: 45-50 min (but can be stopped whenever needed; requires at least 20 minutes)
Suitable for: Option class or regular lessons.  I’ve used it for 2 and 3 nensei. 

Summary: A question/answer gambling game where teams race to get 3 correct answers to win a race.
How to play:
1. Before class, print out one horse for each team (as in horses.doc).  Cut them out and put them inside plastic covers or laminate them.  
2. DRAW THIS on the board, and place the horses on the board using magnets:
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PLAY:
*Split class into 3 teams　(you could do more if needed)
*Students have $50 to gamble with.

*Each team has a horse.  First, have teams name their horse.

*Teams place a bet before the race begins: a) $X (each team starts with $50) and b) a horse (they can bet on any horse, i.e. any team, to win).

*Once all bets are recorded, the race begins.  Ask a question.  Students raise their hand if they know the answer.  A correct answer moves that team’s horse 1 space forward.  1 race is 3 questions long (i.e. 3 correct answers wins the race).

*At the end of the race, if a team bet on the winning horse, they win their bet.  If they bet on a losing horse, they lose that amount.  ALSO, the winning team wins the amount they bet.  (This way, if a team bets on the wrong horse but wins the race, they 
still break even, and one that bets on their own horse and wins gets double their bet!)
*For the actual questions, any type of trivia/questions can be used.
SAMPLE QUESTIONS:

-These are the questions I used the first time.  They were aimed at the phonics we were doing in Sentaku at the time and the grammar points 2nensei were covering in regular class.  However, other times, my JTEs and I just improvised questions as in criss/cross.  However, for the first time using this lesson, it might help to provide your JTE with at least a few examples of types of questions to ask.

T/F (Phonics)
1. Long/wrong means nagai in Japanese. 
2. She/see means kanojo in Japanese.
3. Rice/lice means gohan is Japanese.
