Part II    4) After a few rounds, the ALT can draw animals/robots/aliens/anything 
with missing body parts. It is a great way for the ALT to show off his/her 

artistic talent and the kids are always thrilled. Occasionally, the ALT 

can draw bodies with two or more missing body parts. Everyone gets a 

turn to complete the body in this case.

(10 minutes)

Part III   5) To end off the activity, let the students take turns to set questions 

instead. In this way, the students get to develop their minds on top of 

practicing the vocabulary.
