Objective: Teaching special needs students 1-20 and familiarizing them with the spelling of these numbers..

Materials: Number cards as provided.
Procedure: (for a 45-minute lesson)

(1) Show the students the number cards one by one. Have them tell you what the number is called in Japanese. Have them repeat each number twice after you. If they have notebooks, it is best to ask them to copy the word down so that it is easy for you to do revision the next time round. 

(2) Next, ask each student to practice saying the numbers 1-20 in English. Guide them along difficult pronunciations. Students generally have difficulty saying “twelve” and “thirteen”.
(3) Flash the number words at random and ask them to read what it says.

(4) As 1-20 is an awful lot of words to read, separate them into 2 groups: 1-10, 11-20.

First stick the words 1-10 using magnets, make the order as random as possible. Pick out 1 piece and hide it. Ask the students to guess which number is missing. Sometimes they are able to say it in Japanese but not English, guide as needed. Next, increase the missing pieces. The maximum I went was 3. After you finish the 1-10 set, you can do the 11-20 set. If the student appears to be comfortable with learning these numbers, challenge by using all numbers. 

(5) Lastly, while the words are still pasted on the board, have the students (if you have more than one kid) come out to the board and point to you numbers relevant to themselves. ie. Which month does your birthday fall in? How old are you this year? What is your favorite number? Of course, these sentences should be asked in Japanese (your JTE can help you)
