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1)Split the class into lunch group.
2) Choose a lunch group to come up with six words, one word each
(the teacher can keep it limited to a theme, ex. fruit, for everyone or assign themes for each group)

3) The group comes to the front of the class and all six students shout out
their word at the same time (a three count from the teacher is needed).
4) The other lunch groups have to try and hear all the words and write them down
on a piece of paper.

optional: The group shouts out the words (again, on a three count) three different times to give the class a chance to get all five/six words.

5) Check the answers with the class.

The game actually works out to be really hard. Problems include the groups taking too long to decide their six words (assign words could solve this problem) and groups making it hard for the other groups by shouting out their answers making everything incomprehensible.
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
