Stop Thief!

2 nensei, New Horizon 3-1 (page 22)

“I use a computer to play games.”
45 minutes

Explain the grammar point.

Pass out the Stop Thief! worksheet (should be photocopied as a 2-sided A4 worksheet).

Part 1

First, read and repeat the new words and check the Japanese.

Then give the students a few minutes to read the newspaper article to themselves and complete “Check the Meaning”.  After most of the students have finished, read the story aloud.  Then check the answers for “Check the Meaning.”
Part 2

Print out the police reports and cut in half.  Fold them in half (optional: I then attached them to fake mini file folders I made from manila-colored construction paper and wrote “Confidential”/”Top Secret”/etc in red on the outside-took me about 5 minutes to do).  Place these around the room.  I used only 5 suspects because of time (I didn’t use Keroro), but if your students are fast or you have a 50 minute lesson, you might want to use all 6.  Make sure you use Marie chan, though, as she is the thief.  Also, if you use 6 suspects, be sure to change page 2 of the worksheet accordingly.

Tell the students to walk around and take English memos of the police reports on each suspect, which explains why each character went to the Mall.

When the students translate their memos into Japanese, be sure to remind them to use the grammar point (~suru tame ni).

Part 3

When the students know who the thief is, they should come to one of the teachers and tell them using the sample format.

Give them a sticker or stamp (or your signature/hanko) for solving the case!
