Higashi-nibancho (TONI 東二) 2006 ~ 2007 English Curriculum
These lesson plans were written by me, for me and the HRTs. I’ve tried to clean them up a little and also provided some of the worksheets that were used during the lessons.  However, if the worksheet does not accompany the lesson plan, then that worksheet can be found on the Educom website under the Elementary School section (look under the Interview Games and/or Listening Worksheets).

Here are some notes that might help you to understand my layout and reasoning behind the lesson plans.

-HRT = homeroom teacher (s)

 Ss  = student(s)

 Ts  = teacher(s)

-CUT means we didn’t do the planned activity due to: running out of time, schedule mishap, the students were not ready to move on to the more difficult activity, or I changed my mind at the last minute. 

Plus, I usually plan for extra activities anyway, just in case we breeze thru things unexpectedly.
-Our aim is not to rush into the next new vocabulary.  We take our time and make sure the students have a fairly good understanding of the material and that they are comfortable using the vocabulary and grammar before moving on to the next challenge.
-Although I was responsible for creating the lesson plans, the HRTs played a very active role in class and really did a tremendous job in reviewing the material when I was not present. They often came to me with ideas or suggestions that were very useful.  Without their efforts the students could not have progressed as well as they did.

-Most of the lesson plans begin with a greeting activity, something we at this school feel strongly about.  The main goal of this school’s English program is not to teach English, but to enhance the relationships between the students using English as a format.
-If you notice, there’s an abundance of listening activities, from karuta and bingo, to worksheets, to picture books.  I usually focus on listening activities when introducing new vocabulary.
-When introducing new vocabulary, I also introduced a related grammar point so that the students could see how they were used together.

-Some of the themes were meant to “personalize” English. Some grades did short self-introductions. 
1-nensei: “I like ~. / I don’t like ~.”  
2-nensei: “I can ~. / I can’t ~.”   
3-nensei: “My Birthday,” “My Day,” and “My Family.” 
4-nensei: “My Dream Job” and “I like ~ better.”   
5-nensei: “My School Trip” and “My House.”  
6-nensei: “My School Trip,” “My School,” and “I feel ~.”
-1-nensei only had nine students, so a lot of activities had to be modified to fit this situation.
