True or False? Worksheet, either reading or listening. Students have to listen to the statements (or read them) and decide if they are true or false. If they are true, the grammar is correct. If they are false the grammar is incorrect! 10-15mins.

Some instructions to go along with the scan.

I include this by means of inspiration rather than suggesting you use it as is. Students listen and/or read the following sentences in passive voice and decide whether the sentence is true or false. If it true then the grammar is correct, if it is false the grammar is incorrect.

The problem with this kind of activity is that it depends on what you know your students know or don’t know, and that can date quickly (for example – Koizumi Junichiro is no longer Prime Minister). In my case I use personalized information a lot. For example, the students get very amused (or at least woken up) when I tell the story of destroying a car, aged 8.
