Ooming
Think of a verb then have the students guess what the verb is by asking you Yes/No questions, ‘Do you oom at night?’, ‘Is ooming expensive?’. They have to find out what the verb is. It helps if you write their questions on the board so they have a reference.
Picture Memory

Look at an enlarged picture (attached) for a short time. The picture gets taken away, students write sentences or vocabulary lists from memory based on the picture.

Question and Answer

[image: image3.wmf]Write a question on a piece of paper. Then ask someone your question. Upon asking, exchange papers and ask someone else your new question. After a period of time, if you get your own paper back you can sit down. 

Question Ball and Box
Students are passing around a ball and a box. When the music stops, the student holding the box must take out a question and ask the student holding the ball.

Clap, clap, clap, ***

Class keeps a four-beat rhythm and on the fourth beat a designated student has to say the appropriate word, ex. theme: sports, ‘clap-clap-clap-triathlon’
String Game

A student asks another student a question and throws a ball of string holding on to part of it. The other student catches it and answers, then asks another student throwing the ball of string again. Go around until everybody has answered and is holding the string.
Word Association

Can be done like the clapping game or string game above. (in Japanese, renso game’)
Charades

One student at the front of the room and the students in the first row standing up. The student starts a charade, ex. “You are going to eat a sandwich”, and the first student standing that can guess the charade chooses the next performer from the other standing students. The second row stands up and they have to guess the next charade.

Spelling Race
Say a word, 1st student in the row writes the first letter before passing it back to the next student who writes the next letter and passes it back to the next student etc.

Family Feud

Have the top five answers to something hidden on the board. Two people from opposing rows come to the front and are read the theme, ex. ‘things that are green’. The first to guess one of the top five answers gets to have his row try and get the remaining 4 answers. If they get three strikes then the other team gets to steal.
Odd One Out　(see attachment)

[image: image5.wmf]Balloon Volleyball
Teachers stand holding the string representing the net down the middle of the classroom. Same rules as volleyball except the students must say a word in association with the theme before hitting the balloon. 

Question of the Day
Think of an interesting question, ‘what makes you happy?’, and have the students quickly write an answer. Students exchange papers and then read out the answers.

Missing Key
[image: image6.wmf]A student (s) is brought to the front of the room and handcuffed to a chair (not really). Another student must leave the room. A set of keys are hidden somewhere in the room. The handcuffed student must aid the helper who comes back in by saying ‘colder–cold–warm–warmer-hot’ as he/she gets closer to the keys.

Counting Beep
Students count out loud, but every, for example, 5th number, they say a word instead of the number. Ex., 1-2-3-4-baseball-6-7-8-9-golf-11 (if the theme is sports)

Brainstorm (see attachment)
Four Letter Word
Students all have a letter of the alphabet (some students have wild cards which can stand for any letter). Yell ‘go’ and students have a minute to find other people to make a word with. 

Mirror Image

Ask students a question, ex. ‘What did you do yesterday?’ and the one student will act while their ‘mirror’, facing them, will imitate their actions. Move on to other questions then finally get the students to switch roles.

Turn Around Quick

[image: image7.wmf]Choose four past participles, ex. eaten, gone, sung, written. Students to think of a gesture for each verb. Turn their backs to each other and decide on one gesture to do. Say ‘go’ and they spin round and do their gesture to each other. The object is to do the same gesture as each other. Keep score of how many times they did the same gesture.
Time Bomb
Put a timer in a box. The students can pass the box to anyone they want but only after they have said a word. The word can be any English word restricted to a certain subject. The person left holding the bomb when it goes of has to do ‘something’.


Dictionary Game

Have the alphabet on the board. You or the students have to choose a word. The object is for the other person(s) to try and guess the word. The person(s) who chose the word should then give clues as to where it is in the alphabet, ex. ‘before’, ‘after’, and if the word is ‘longer’ or ‘short’.
