Sunshine 2, Program 3, part 2

I am going to eat a horse: speaking activity. Classic grid activity where students armed with a character card must guess each others’ characters through use of future tense sentences. 15 mins.

Some instructions to go along with the scan.

Make character cards of all the characters. Give each student a character card and a worksheet. They must walk around, meet a partner, then conduct the following interview.

A: What are you going to do after school?

B: I am going to study English after school.

A: What will you do tomorrow?

B: I will eat a horse tomorrow.

A: What will you do on Sunday?

B: I will sleep on Sunday.

A: What are you going to do next week?

B: I am going to play tennis next week. Whom am I?

A: You are Momoko! Please sign!

Students must collect signatures for all six characters.
